Our program is designed to be progressive, with rackets, balls, and courts sized to fit your child's needs and 
abilities. Our focus is on making sure that the kids have fun while learning and succeeding in the sport.  
Each practice includes a warm-up activity that helps develop coordination and athletic skills. We also review 
what was learned in the previous practice and introduce a new skill with a series of games or drills. Eventually, 
point playing will be introduced.  
 
We understand that some kids may take longer to pick up the skills, and we ask for your patience. Tennis is a 
hand-eye coordination game that may take longer to master the skills.
